You can search the catalogue, renew 
borrowed items once, and reserve 
titles online. All you need is a pass-
word. Visit or phone the Library to 
obtain your own password. 
 

Sign onto the library website at 
www.uxlib.com. 

1. Click the Online Catalogue tab. 
2. Click on the Sign-In button at the 

top right. 
3. Enter your library card number as 

your username and your pass-
word. 

 
Renew 
1. Click the My Account tab at the 

top. 
2. Click the Current Transactions 

tab just below.  (This will bring 
up a list of titles you have signed 
out.) 

3. Click renew beside the title to 
renew your loan of the titles.  
NOTE:  The title must be re-
newed before the closing of the 
Library that day to avoid an over-
due fine. 

 
Reserve 
1. Search the catalogue and find the 

title you are looking for. 
2. If the box next to the title is red  

then the title is currently out.  If 
you reserve the title, you will be 
called when it is available. 

3. If the box next to the title is 
green, the title will be available 
for you later that day at the circu-
lation desk. 

4. For both scenarios, click on the 
title for more details. 

5. Click the Reserve tab in the top 
right corner. 

6. You have now reserved your ti-
tle.
